The dissertation research is dedicated to the consideration of the
phenomenological approach in bioethics. It explores the potential of phenomenology
as a methodological and conceptual foundation for understanding and resolving ethical
problems in medicine and healthcare. The work examines key topics such as

corporeality, understood not only and not so much as a biological given, but as a



primary mode of being—in—the—world; health, illness, indisposition as different modes
of experiencing one's own body and the world; the uncanny experience as a
phenomenon of losing the familiar sense of belonging to the world; pain and suffering
as fundamental aspects of human existence, in particular.

A phenomenological analysis of value—worldview and ethical dilemmas related
to the beginning and end of life is carried out, particularly concerning such
controversial medical interventions as euthanasia and abortion. Ethical aspects of organ
transplantation are considered separately as a complex process that provokes intricate
questions of identity, bodily integrity, and attitude towards death. The significance of
the phenomenological approach as a tool for the humanization of medicine, specifically
as a way to overcome hermeneutical injustice, is substantiated.

The first chapter of the dissertation is devoted to the analysis of the theoretical
foundations of the phenomenological approach in bioethics. The essence of
phenomenology as a philosophical direction is revealed, its key principles are explored,
and the possibilities of their application for understanding and resolving complex moral
and ethical collisions that inevitably arise in the intricate space of modern medical
practice are analyzed. The main interpretative definitions of phenomenology in the
contemporary bioethical paradigm are considered. The main grounds for criticism of
the phenomenological approach to bioethics, its shortcomings, limitations, and
possibilities for overcoming them are identified.

The second chapter outlines the foundations of the phenomenological analysis
of corporeality as a starting point for the study of key topics in bioethics. It explores
how the phenomenological distinction between the lived body (Leib) as subjectively
experienced and the physical body (Korper) as an object of scientific research creates
an important context for rethinking the differences between health, illness, and
indisposition as different modes of bodily experience. This chapter also examines
interpretations of the uncanny experience (Unheimlichkeit) and defines it as a
phenomenon of losing the familiar sense of belonging to the world. The phenomena of
pain and suffering are considered in the context of the interaction between

phenomenology and bioethics.



In the final third chapter of the dissertation research, the ability of the
phenomenological approach to contribute to the humanization of medicine is
theoretically tested. The humanistic potential of phenomenology is highlighted in the
work through the analysis of such key topics as the beginning and end of life from a
phenomenological perspective; the existential significance of being—towards—death;
the phenomenological critique of the technologization of medicine as a possible cause
of patient alienation; the essence of empathy as a capacity through which we are able
to understand others while remaining within the bounds of our own experience; the
phenomenon of hermeneutical injustice; and the importance of the concept of the life—
world (Lebenswelt) in the medical context.

The relevance of the research is determined by the necessity of implementing an
interdisciplinary approach to understanding and resolving bioethical problems, the
growing scientific interest in phenomenology, the aktyanbnicts of the humanization
of medicine in the context of its increasing technologization, and the ethical challenges
posed by modern biotechnologies. The relevance is also substantiated directly by the
tragic context of the war unleashed by Russia in Ukraine, which particularly acutely
raises gquestions about life, suffering, pain, and death.

The aim of the dissertation research is a comprehensive disclosure of the
potential of the phenomenological approach for understanding and resolving bioethical
problems in an interdisciplinary context that unites philosophy, medicine, ethics, and
other related fields of knowledge.

The research tasks are as follows: to analyze the theoretical and methodological
foundations of phenomenology and reveal its heuristic possibilities for application in
bioethics; to investigate key topics that unite bioethics and phenomenology, such as
corporeality, health, illness, indisposition, the uncanny experience, pain, and suffering;
to reveal the potential of phenomenological bioethics as a tool for the humanization of
medicine through the prism of problems related to birth, life, death, vulnerability,
empathy, hermeneutical injustice, and the concept of the life—world in the biomedical

context.



The object of the research is the phenomenological approach in bioethics, and
the subject is the potential of the phenomenological approach for understanding and
resolving bioethical problems in an interdisciplinary context.

The dissertation research primarily uses general scientific methods such as
analysis, synthesis, analogy, concretization, and systems analysis. The philosophical
methodological basis, on the other hand, encompasses the following cross—cutting
approaches for the presented dissertation work. Firstly, obviously, the
phenomenological method itself, which makes it possible to consider experience as
embodied and lived, and which sheds light on those aspects of experience that manifest
themselves in states of indisposition, suffering, being—towards—death, and directly in
the face of bioethical problems. The phenomenological method, taken in a somewhat
simplified version (for its practical applicability in applied and interdisciplinary
research), involves refraining from judgments and prejudices, as well as focusing on
direct experience, which allows for a deeper understanding of ethical dilemmas and
finding a way to their possible resolution. Secondly, the dissertation work also employs
the hermeneutic method, through which the interpretation and understanding of a broad
source base, its inherent narratives, as well as those unique forms of human experience
that are directly relevant to bioethics, is carried out. The hermeneutic method, in
combination with the closely related phenomenological approach, helps to understand
how a person experiences and what meaning they attribute to their experience related
to indisposition, suffering, proximity to death, as well as how this experience and their
life—world influence their ethical considerations, decisions, and actions.

The results obtained in the course of the research are characterized by the
following aspects of scientific novelty.

For the first time:

- The conceptual content of contemporary philosophical discussions
regarding the adaptation of the phenomenological approach to
understanding and resolving bioethical problems is explicated, and a
tendency towards philosophical and methodological criticism of
traditional phenomenological methods (classical — Husserlian,

existential-hermeneutic, with an emphasis on the body, narrative) is



revealed. This allows avoiding dogmatism in the formulation of principles
for the value regulation of healthcare and human well—being.

Refined:

- The concept of corporeality in the context of bioethics, in particular, its
significance for understanding the experience of indisposition, suffering,
alienation, and the consequences of medical interventions is disclosed.

- The understanding of the phenomenon of empathy, considering its
classical and contemporary phenomenological interpretations. The
understanding of empathy as the ability to understand and empathize with
another, without neglecting one's own identity and autonomy, is
substantiated. The theory of empathy, built on the principles of
phenomenology, helps to avoid the pitfalls of emotional burnout and
professional deformation, particularly in medical practice.

- The role of the phenomenological concept of the life—world in
understanding and resolving bioethical problems.

Developed:

- The definition of basic criteria for distinguishing between the closely
related concepts of pain and suffering.

- The understanding of the phenomenological approach as a promising
humanizing project in the field of biomedical ethics.

Theoretical significance of the obtained results: the development of
phenomenological bioethics as a promising area of research; the enrichment of
theoretical ideas about the key concepts of bioethics; the deepening of the
understanding of ethical dilemmas related to the beginning and end of life and the role
of biotechnologies in these processes.

Practical value of the obtained results is due to the application of the
phenomenological approach in medical practice; the introduction of phenomenological
ideas and methods into educational programs for doctors, rehabilitation specialists,
psychologists, bioethicists, and other specialists in the field of healthcare.

The conducted dissertation research convincingly demonstrates the potential of

the phenomenological approach for understanding and resolving current bioethical



problems and challenges. The obtained results have important theoretical and practical
significance for the further development of phenomenological bioethics and the

humanization of medical practice.
