This year‘s focus is on how our urban 
heritage, including the built environment 
but also cultural, socio-economic and local 
values, can adapt and evolve in the context 
of climate change.

Working in small groups, the 
students will first focus on a selected aspect 
of change before joining their findings and 
collaboratively developing a strategy or 
project for one of the case study sites.

On successful completion of the course, you will receive a certificate of participation, including work hours, worth 3 ECTS.
