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І. Introduction
To ensure the high quality of the conference materials, the authors should follow the abstract design instruction given in this template. It is recommended by the organizing committee of the international scientific and practical conference dedicated to the World Science Day “Youth science for peace and development” to prepare materials using the Microsoft Word (papers that are not executed in this template will be sent to the authors for re-issue). 
ІІ. The main part (title)
The report materials should cover from 2 to 4 full pages of text (including figures, tables, formulas and references) and designed according to the requirements of the given template. The main font to be used is Times New Roman.
The title of theses should be formatted as follows: names of authors (without information about them) - 12pt, bold, centre. Information about the authors (organization, city, country) should be placed below the line with the authors’ names - 9pt, centre.
The main text should be in a 12pt font with a spacing of 1 (paragraph indent - 0.5 cm, width alignment). The main text should be divided into several sections. Titles of sections should be in 12pt, bold, centre, sections should be numbered with Roman numerals. The space between sections should be 6pt, between the section and its name - 3pt, between the main text and formulas, tables and figures - 3pt.
Formulas (if available) are placed in the centre, numbered and formatted using the Microsoft Equation formula editor. Example:
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Tables should have a header placed above the table. Format the the table header and the text itself using 10pt, centre. Example:

If there are images in the thesis text, each image must be signed. Figure header should be formatted in 10pt, center. Example:

When referring to a formula/formulas, table/tables, figure/figures or literary reference/references in the text, use the following designations, respectively: (1), (1, 2); Table 1., Tabl. 1, 2; Fig. 1, Fig. 1, 2; [1], [1, 2]. References must be formatted in 10pt and follow international APA standard.
ІІІ. Conclusions
Conclusions should be clear and summarize what is presented in the study. This will help focus the reader’s attention on the most important points and evidence supporting the relevant arguments or opinions. Conclusions can also be the basis for further research, contribute to the generation of new ideas and help solving the problem highlighted in theses.
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
