Generalized summary of the main content of the thesis.

In today’s world, as Ukraine progresses toward European integration and the
strengthening of civil society, the interaction between judicial power and the public
emerges as a highly relevant issue. Judicial power, as a cornerstone of the rule of
law, plays a pivotal role in safeguarding citizens’ rights and freedoms, upholding the
supremacy of law, and ensuring legality within society. Its effectiveness and
legitimacy hinge significantly on the degree of public trust and the perception of
courts as fair and independent institutions. Meanwhile, the public, as an active
participant in social and legal processes, has the capacity to influence the judicial
system, fostering its transparency, accessibility, and accountability. This dissertation
Is dedicated to a comprehensive exploration of the concept of interaction between

judicial power and the public, the development of its theoretical framework, and the
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formulation of practical recommendations to enhance this relationship in
contemporary Ukraine.

The purpose of this study is to establish the conceptual foundations of judicial-
public interaction by proposing a three-level model encompassing communicative,
integrative, and institutional dimensions. This model enables a structured approach
to understanding and improving cooperation between courts and society, integrating
both theoretical insights and practical considerations.

The objectives include analyzing the essence of each interaction level,
examining their application in Ukraine and internationally, and offering targeted
proposals to refine the judicial system in alignment with civil society’s needs.

The scientific novelty lies in the author’s innovative structuring of this
interaction through the three-level model, alongside a refined definition of the
"public" in the judicial context — distinguishing between active and passive forms —
and the introduction of new mechanisms for communication, integration, and
institutional support within the justice system. A broad range of research methods
was employed, including theoretical analysis, comparative legal studies, systemic
approaches, and methods of generalization and modeling.

The first chapter explores the theoretical and practical dimensions of
communicative interaction as the foundational level of cooperation between judicial
power and the public. This form of interaction is essential for ensuring transparency
in judicial processes and cultivating public trust in the judiciary.

Key factors affecting communication efficacy are analyzed, such as the
accessibility of judicial information, the clarity of legal documents for laypersons,
and the population’s legal literacy.

The role of modern technologies — digital platforms, court websites, and social
media — in disseminating judicial information is closely examined. Practical
recommendations include the development of a Concept of Communicative
Interaction of Judicial Power to standardize public outreach efforts and the

establishment of judicial information and media centers to bridge courts and society.
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The chapter also considers the media’s influence on public perceptions of the
judiciary and the contributions of advisory councils and civic organizations in
fostering dialogue. The findings demonstrate that robust communicative interaction
Is a prerequisite for enhancing trust in the courts and elevating citizens’ legal
awareness, both critical for democratic progress.

The second chapter focuses on integrative interaction, which involves the
public’s direct participation in administering justice through mechanisms like juries
and justices of the peace. It provides an in-depth analysis of Ukraine’s jury trial
system, identifying key challenges such as unrepresentative jury compositions,
limited juror authority, and inadequate preparation of citizens for these roles.

Comparative insights from jury systems in Anglo-Saxon and continental legal
traditions highlight adaptable best practices. Based on this, an enhanced jury trial
model for Ukraine is proposed, advocating for broader juror powers and a greater
decision-making role. The chapter also justifies introducing justices of the peace to
bring justice closer to communities, particularly for resolving local disputes. Legal
principles underpinning integrative interaction — voluntariness, mutual benefit, and
procedural clarity — are examined, alongside legislative proposals to strengthen this
process.

The analysis confirms that public integration into judicial activities boosts
trust and fosters a more equitable, humane approach to dispute resolution.

The third chapter investigates institutional interaction as the highest level of
cooperation, realized through public oversight and accountability mechanisms. It
assesses the roles of entities like the bar, the Public Integrity Council, and juries in
promoting judicial transparency and responsiveness. Challenges in public oversight,
such as weak institutional capacity among civic groups and unclear interaction
frameworks, are addressed.

Solutions include establishing a Council of Human Rights Organizations of
Ukraine to coordinate monitoring efforts and developing tools like public inquiries

and judicial decision monitoring systems to evaluate fairness and legality.
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The chapter also traces the institutionalization of civil society, emphasizing
the need for stable, active organizations to oversee judicial power. Effective
institutional interaction, it argues, requires clear legal frameworks and state support,
with proposed recommendations aimed at creating a robust legal and organizational
basis for public control in Ukraine.

The research concludes that the interaction between judicial power and the
public is a multifaceted process shaped by communication, legal norms, and societal
conditions. The proposed three-level model — communicative, integrative, and
institutional — offers a theoretical framework for systematically enhancing Ukraine’s
judicial system. Practical recommendations, including the creation of media centers,
jury trial reforms, and public oversight mechanisms, promise to increase judicial
openness and accountability. Implementing these measures will strengthen public
trust in the judiciary and advance legal culture, marking a vital step toward a
democratic rule of law. This dissertation provides a holistic approach to improving
judicial-public interaction, serving as a foundation for future research and reforms.
